	At Temple Normanton Junior Academy, the music curriculum is thoughtfully designed to cultivate a deep appreciation for music, nurture essential musical skills, and offer inclusive learning experiences for all students. The commitment to inclusive practice is evident throughout the curriculum, with a focus on providing access to a broad and balanced learning environment for every child, regardless of their individual needs. Teachers maintain high expectations for each student and employ differentiated approaches to ensure that all learners can actively engage with and benefit from the music curriculum.

The structured music curriculum at Temple Normanton Junior Academy features a clear progression between year groups outlined in the ACET Music Curriculum. This progressive approach enables students to build upon their musical skills and knowledge as they advance through Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2. The curriculum places a strong emphasis on developing listening skills, performing abilities, and musical creativity, aligning with national objectives to ensure that students receive a comprehensive music education.

Music lessons are delivered through a structured and progressive approach, with students receiving weekly music lessons lasting 30-45 minutes each half term. Additionally, there is a whole school music assembly held regularly to showcase musical talents and foster a sense of community through music.

In the Foundation Stage, students explore music through the 'Expressive Arts and Design' curriculum, engaging in singing, music-making, and movement activities. They develop their musical abilities by singing nursery rhymes, creating songs, and moving in time with music to enhance their fine and gross motor skills.

As students transition to Key Stage 1, they further enhance their musical skills by listening with concentration to high-quality live and recorded music, playing tuned and untuned instruments musically, and using their voices expressively through singing and speaking. Students experiment with creating and combining sounds, fostering creativity and musical exploration.

In Key Stage 2, students consolidate their musical learning from previous years and delve deeper into musical understanding and expression. They play and perform in solo and ensemble contexts, improvise and compose music, listen with attention to detail, and develop an understanding of musical notation and the history of music. By the end of Key Stage 2, students create their own pieces of music and perform them with accuracy and expression.

	At Temple Normanton Junior Academy, the co-curricular provision enhances the students' musical experiences and offers opportunities for them to further develop their musical talents and appreciation. Through partnerships with organizations such as the Derbyshire Music Partnership, students have access to enriching music experiences beyond the regular curriculum.
Students in Year 5/6 participate in a Ukulele program offered by the Derbyshire Music Hub. This program allows students to learn how to play the Ukulele, fostering their musical skills and providing them with a hands-on instrumental experience.
Students in Year 3/4, the Ukulele program is offered in the spring term 2 and summer term. This sequential approach ensures that students across different year groups have the opportunity to engage with the Ukulele and explore their musical creativity.

In addition to instrumental programs, Temple Normanton Junior Academy arranges visits to care homes during Easter, Christmas, and the summer. These visits provide students with the chance to share their musical talents and bring joy to residents through musical performances. It also cultivates empathy and social responsibility in students, fostering a sense of connection with the community through music.
The school also plans for participation in Young Voices, a prestigious event that brings together a large choir of school children for a powerful vocal performance. This initiative allows students to showcase their singing abilities on a grand scale and experience the exhilaration of performing in a large musical ensemble.
Furthermore, there are plans for a Royal Opera House workshop, which exposes students to the world of opera and provides them with a unique opportunity to engage with professional opera performers. This workshop enriches students' musical education by exposing them to diverse musical genres and performance styles.
